The Newspaper headlines in Toowoomba before this game were all about 

the Raiders praying for rain so they didn’t have to play, us as they had 5 

players missing due to the school girls titles in Townsville. Even though we 

had 9 players out for the same reason, we still went into the game feeling 

confident. 

The venue had been moved to the Captain Cook fields in Toowoomba. On  

arrival we found a very small field with a very large wind gust. The game 

plan was simple, when running into the wind we draw them out and go over 

the top.  In the second half we keep it on the ground and go through them. 

After only 10 minutes of running into the wind we knocked a ball over the 

top to Emma who found herself 1on1 ,but the Keeper got down well to stop 

the attack.

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TECHNICAL AREA  

Each club must have Technical Areas clearly marked as stipulated by FIFA guidelines and   

provide sufficient seating to allow all personnel to be seated during the match.  

1. A maximum of ten (10) persons are permitted to be within the confines of the technical area. 

They may include the coach, assistant coach, the substitutes and either the trainer or medical 

staff.  

2. Team Official Identification Cards shall be worn at all times by the team coach, assistant/s, 

the team manager and the team sports trainer. Only persons with such identification or        

designated players as listed on the match sheets shall be in the technical area.  

3. Only one person at a time is authorised to convey tactical instructions to the players during 

the match.  

4. The coach and other officials must remain within the confines of the technical area, except in 

special circumstances, for example, a team sports trainer or doctor entering the field of play, 

with the refereeôs permission, to assess an injured player.  

5. All substitutes must be seated within the technical area. They must wear bibs or an alterna-

tive coloured uniform to their and the opposition team strip, Substitutes are permitted to warm 

up outside of the technical area, provided they are wearing bibs or an alternative coloured     

uniform to their and the opposition team strip. When warming up, substitutes are requested to 

choose an area furthest from the opposing team.  

6. All occupants of the technical area must behave in a responsible manner. The match official 

has the right to expel any person from the technical area at any time as he or she sees fit. The 

game will not recommence until that person has left the playing field to the match officialôs     

satisfaction.  

7. Smoking or the consumption of alcohol within the confines of the playing barrier fence is 

strictly prohibited. This includes the team bench within the technical area and all of its            

occupants, including players, coaching staff, and officials.  

 

The breach of these rules will only draw unwanted attention to you as a 

coach from the opposition, Games officials and parents.

Australia is now a round-ball nation

My daughter's football coach was recently reflecting on the difference between      

Germany, his homeland, and Australia. ''It's three weeks to go until the World Cup and 

there's nothing in the newspapers about it at all. In Germany you can't read about     

anything else,'' he said. 

''I don't think people are very interested in it over here. At least it means there's no 

pressure on the Socceroos.'' 

Compared to Germany, perhaps. 

The coach saw the comparative media coverage as a reflection of lack of interest. But 

he spoke too soon, and he was profoundly wrong. The Socceroos' World Cup victory over 

Uruguay inspired up to 60,000 Australians to go to Germany in 2006, in what was         

reportedly the largest outward movement of the Australian population since World War 

II. 

This time, as the Herald has noted, Australians have bought 43,000 tickets - making us 

the third-biggest group of ticket-holders after the US and England. Per person,       

Australia is easily the No.1 nation. In absolute numbers, it is more than Germany, Italy, 

Spain, Brazil, Argentina - the powerhouses of world football. 

The 2006 World Cup changed Australia. The Socceroos' success, and their muscular 

style of play, their ability to consistently fight back, captured the national imagination.  

In turn, Australia recast itself as a united football nation for the first time. Up to then 

we were a country of competing football codes, but a united cricketing, swimming,    

horse-racing and Olympic nation. 

Through the team's exploits in Germany, an ambition was released. How else do you      

explain the decision by Football Federation Australia and the federal government to bid 

for the 2018 or 2022 World Cup finals? 

It is impossible to imagine Australia would have launched this bid if the team had not 

performed so well in Germany. The bids to host the 1996 and 2000 Olympics reflected 

Australia's sense of belonging, built up over decades of success and commitment. The 

World Cup bid demonstrated how quickly those same feelings had embedded themselves 

in the minds of political and sporting leaders. 

In 2006 the World Cup became the new frontier for measuring national self-worth, 

pushing the Olympics to one side. This was a process that had already begun in Sydney in 

2000. The experience of hosting the Olympic Games had the unintended effect of      

demystifying them as an idea. Australia delivered a flawless event, after which there 

was, in a sense, nothing left for Australia to prove on the Olympic stage. 

Olympic gold still has lustre but it does not shine quite as brightly since our exploits in       

Sydney. Although we celebrated Ian Thorpe and Jodie Henry in Athens, Libby Trickett 

and Stephanie Rice in Beijing, the afterglow flickered a little sooner than it did in      

previous Games. These were, after all, more of the same, rather than something new.

People do not put Australian flags on their cars during the Olympics. After 2006 the 

Socceroos became one of Australia's most unifying brands, a byword for grit,          

determination and success. And, for the first time, reliability. The brand was not quite 

in the same pantheon as the ABC, Anzacs or David Jones, but it started knocking at 

the door. 

Where the national team had regularly played before crowds of 10,000 before 2006, 

its matches afterwards usually drew close to full house crowds. Before Germany, the 

only     Socceroo known to most Australians was Harry Kewell. After Germany, there 

were at least five players - John Aloisi, Tim Cahill, Mark Schwarzer, Lucas Neill and 

team captain Mark Viduka - who could pass the Weet-Bix sports card test. 
 

I heard a story that shortly after the team returned to Australia, Neill and Craig 

Moore walked into a restaurant, someone pointed them out and the whole restaurant 

stood up and cheered. I was not able to verify it, yet the unsubstantiated tale itself 

spoke volumes -      before 2006 nobody would have made up a story like that. 

The Fan Fest city status that FIFA has bestowed on Sydney for this year's World Cup 

will be a more reliable guide to the depth of passion. If my daughter's coach visits the 

Darling Harbour public viewing area to see Australia's first match against Germany, he 

will get an idea of just what pressure the Socceroos are really under.
