The Gap Reserves faced Souths United for the third and last time this season. The Gap had no 

real worries going into this match as they won the two previous games 4 -0 and 4 -1 against Souths.

On the 28 th  minute Souths United took full advantage of the Gapõs disorganised defending, scoring 

after some missed time tackles. Then five minutes later Souths were on the scoresheet again, this 

time goal keeper Sarah Pittman could only deflect the shot away from goals and unfortunately a 

Souths United attacker beat the Gap defence to the ball and shot into an open net.  

Souths United had the lead for two whole minutes and tried in vain to hold the lead. It was 
Striker Emma Pittman that found the equaliser after muscling through the defence and putting 

away a well placed shot.  

Then moments later Beth Ashton played through a great ball for Emma to pounce on and scores to 

put the Gators back in the lead. Lilly Bremner then found Beth in the middle of the park unmarked 
and was able to pass straight through the Souths defence to Emma so she could complete her    

hat -trick in 6 minutes.  

Halfway through the second half Meg Ward was brought down in the area on a set piece and was 

awarded a penalty. Meg stood calm and put the ball away with no drama. Then three minutes later 

Meg showed she wasnõt happy with only two goals. Meg received the ball at halfway and carried it 

forward until she was into the 18yard area. With a well placed shot Meg completed her hat -trick.  

Beth Ashton showed her hunger for goals all game but only seemed to lead to frustration as her 
shooting mostly was off target. Beth did however find a reward for her effort, Emma Pittman laid 

a cutback off for Beth who had lost her player and finally scored. Then Beth found herself a    
distance out left of goal and found that no Souths player wanted to challenge her. The shot was 

taken very well and headed straight for the top left corner and away from any chance the keeper 

had of saving it.  

The Gap Reserves got the job done after a very short lived scare. The girls were able to take 

their goal tally against Souths to sixteen and with only three against. The game will give the girls 

confidence as they head home to host Redlands United and look for the tree points as Mount   

Gravatt still breathe down their necks.
